Managing storm water runoff in the Red River Basin is important.   Storm water runoff has a big impact on the water quality of the Red River.

Many types of pollutants are transported with the runoff.  Sediment, automotive oils, salts, yard waste, animal waste, trash and fertilizers can end up in the storm sewers and be discharged into the river at a high velocity and volume.

What goes into the storm systems ends up in our rivers.
