On May 1, 2006 Lonnie Dupre and Eric Larsen set off across the treacherous Artic Ocean toward the North Pole. Their goal was to become the first-ever explorers to reach the North Pole during the summer.  Their reason for such an ambitious expedition was to show the world the impact of global warming and expose the plight of the polar bear. 
Red River Basin citizens will have an opportunity to join Lonnie Dupre and discover how he and Larsen traveled to the geographic North Pole by pulling and paddling 225-pound modified canoe-sleds over 600 route miles of shifting sea ice, open ocean, whiteouts and blizzards.
