Canada and the United States recognize that each country is affected by the other's actions when managing lake and river systems along the border.  
The longest-standing bilateral environmental agreement between Canada and the US is the Boundary Waters Treaty of 1909. The principles and mechanisms it established to help prevent and resolve disputes regarding quantity and quality of the shared waters provide the basis for their protection.  
The Treaty is important in helping protect the ecosystems in which we live.
