Ripple Effect Water Minute #17 –  Farmland Erosion – 30 seconds
Diesel fuel prices are at an all-time high as are concerns of how farming practices can affect water quality.  Many of the streams and rivers in the Red River Basin are in trouble – they are too muddy and too rich in nutrients such as nitrogen and phosphorus. 
The quality of the surface water tracks closely with the surrounding land use and the more exposed soil on the landscape, the greater the potential for water and wind erosion.

Farmers concerned about soil erosion and how to prevent it should contact or visit their local Conservation District.
