Ripple Effect Water Minute #19 – Whose Water Is It? – 30 second

When allocating water resources in the Red River Basin, we can expect potential problems to arise, particularly during times of extreme drought, due to the differences in the way each jurisdiction allocates their water resources.
Manitoba, North Dakota, and South Dakota all allocate water based on the Prior Appropriation Doctrine.  In Minnesota, a very different means of allocating water is recognized, called the Riparian Doctrine. 
Despite the differences, all four jurisdictions will continue to work together to ensure that there is enough water to go around.
