The “100-year flood” is a term we often hear.  But the term is misleading because it leads people to believe that it happens only once every 100 years. 
The term "100-year flood" is really a statistical designation; there is a 1-in-100 chance that a flood of a certain size will happen during any year.  A better term would be the "1-in-100 chance flood."
You don’t have to be over 100 years old to experience more than one 100-year flood!
