Ripple Effect Water Minute #9 – Endangered Fish
The Red River is known for its incredible catfish. However, it once used to be home for many fish that weren’t used for eating.    The North Dakota Game and Fish Department has identified fourteen non-game fish species that may inhabit the Red and its tributaries, but their current status is unknown.
Losses of these fish indicate that the river systems have changed and the necessary habitat to support them no longer exists.
